e Regulatory/legal developments at large conglomerates can create abrupt market volatility —
monitor legal timelines and company statements.

e Liquidity moves by the RBI are aimed at stabilizing short-term rates and supporting credit growth;
bond yields may react accordingly.

e Foreign portfolio flows remain a key driver for Indian equities — watch weekly FPI data for direction.

e Earnings season will determine sector leadership; IT, financials and energy need close scrutiny for
guidance changes.

* Policy developments ahead of Budget 2026 could reshape sectoral allocations — keep an eye on fiscal
cues.

Final views — From the desk of Dr. Aditya Vijay Kashyap

Today presents both risk and opportunity. Short-term volatility driven by legal and global macro
headlines does not change India's multi-year structural story: domestic demand, digitization, and
reforms. For investors:

e Maintain a disciplined, diversified approach — prefer high-quality franchises with strong balance
sheets.

e Use volatility to review and, where appropriate, add to fundamentally sound holdings at attractive
valuations.

e Monitor liquidity and RBI communications; rising bond yields can pressure rate-sensitive sectors.

» For long-term allocations, focus on earnings growth visibility and cashflow generation rather than
short-term headlines.
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
